	We have been working with Marine Scotland on a marine tourism and recreation questionnaire, designed to help capture data about the use of the marine environment – this is now closed, and the findings are due to be published in March 2016. 
We have been working with the Met Office and MCofS to review the provision of the mountain weather Information service.  The research has been collated (2500 responses) and the Consultants are finalising the reports. Once this has been completed summary documents will be available and the recommendation will be discussed and an implementation plan developed.

	Commonwealth Games Legacy funding stream ‘Active Places’ came to an end in April 2015. 
This £10 million fund made awards to 188 projects across all 32 of Scotland’s local authorities. Grants up to £100,000 were available to help build or upgrade local facilities such as new bike or skate parks, outdoor adventure facilities, walking routes, or new projects within school estates.
